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The Tilt-Up Concrete Association (TCA) awarded Needham & Associates Structural Engineers the 2007 Tilt-Up Achievement Award for Best Buy- The Shoppes at Shoal Creek as an outstanding example of tilt-up concrete construction. 

The project was on a fast track 4-month construction schedule. The forty-one structural panels for the building were erected using a 150-ton crawler.  A 60- ton crawler crane was used to erect the seventy-two pilaster architectural panels. The 16,000 sf of thin-set brick combined with a striking wedge design created an aesthetically pleasing structure.  

The Tilt-Up Concrete Association 2007 Achievement Awards were presented at the World of Concrete annual tradeshow in Las Vegas. Karen Hand, Project Engineer accepted the award on behalf of Needham. “We were very excited to receive the TCA Achievement Award for the Best Buy project. Because of the success of this project the architect designed additional buildings in the center to use the tilt-up architectural pilaster panels with thin-set bricks, ” states Hand.

The awards were created to honor projects that use site cast Tilt-Up concrete to introduce new building types, advance industry technology, and provide a unique solution to a building problem. All projects were judged on aesthetic expression, schedule, size, innovation, finishes, and special conditions.
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
